Jamie Broadway is New York’s undisputed king of the 
stage — a global star whose name alone fills theatErs 
and headlines. But behind the spotlight is a man 
emotionally frozen in time, shaped by one defining wound; 
abandonment by his biological mother, Katie Mitchell, 
once a legendary Broadway actress in her own right.

Jamie’s public life is flawless. His private life is empty — 
a cycle of fleeting relationships, emotional detachment, 
and self-destruction driven by one belief: “The only 
woman who should have loved me, couldn’t.” 

His ambition isn’t just success — it’s vengeance through 
achievement, a lifelong attempt to eclipse the mother 
who left him behind.

As he prepares to star in a new Broadway production, 
Jamie’s carefully controlled world begins to fracture 
when he meets Virginia Rodwell, a much younger, 
legally blind New York Jets cheerleader whose optimism, 
vulnerability, and resilience begin to open a part of him 
he has spent a lifetime protecting. Their fragile 
relationship offers Jamie something unfamiliar — 
emotional connection without performance.

But the illusion of stability collapses when Virginia 
falls to her death from Jamie’s apartment balcony on a 
winter night, plunging his life into scandal, grief, and 
suspicion. An unhinged detective with personal ties to 
Virginia becomes obsessed with Jamie, turning the 
tragedy into a relentless pursuit that threatens to 
destroy his career, his freedom, and his identity.



As the investigation intensifies, Jamie is forced to confront 
the truth beneath his success: that the greatest loss of his 
life wasn’t fame, love, or reputation — it was growing up 
without his mother, and losing himself in the process.”

With his world closing in, Jamie’s only constant is Stella — 
his best friend, former lover, and emotional anchor — a 
woman who has always loved him quietly, fiercely, and 
without condition. Putting her own feelings aside, Stella 
becomes the bridge between Jamie and Katie, pushing both 
toward the reckoning they’ve avoided for decades.

Katie Mitchell, once Broadway royalty, now lives with the 
weight of a buried past and a secret that reshaped two 
lives. She never stopped loving her son — but she believed 
distance was the only way to protect him. Now, faced with 
the collapse of his world, she must confront the 
consequences of that choice.

As grief, guilt, love, and legacy collide, For Eternity 
becomes a story not of fame, but of forgiveness. Not of 
success, but of transformation. Not of spectacle, but of 
reconciliation.

Through music that drives the narrative and deepens the 
emotional journey, the film follows a man shaped by three 
extraordinary women — his mother, his lost love, and his 
closest friend — each redefining who he is, and who he is 
capable of becoming.

At its core, For Eternity is a cinematic musical love story 
about identity, legacy, and redemption — about the courage 
it takes to face your past, and the power of forgiveness to 
change the future.



JAMIE BROADWAY, (35) charismatic star of New York’s 
theatre scene who harbors a dark secret.

He has a complicated personal life, including a history of 
casual relationships and unresolved emotional issues 
stemming from his estranged biological mother, Katie 

Mitchell, a former Broadway star. 

In the spotlight Jamie is as smooth as they come, but 
behind closed doors he is full of anger and resentment, 

and lacks emotional intelligence.

Jamie cannot forgive his biological mother for 
abandoning him as a baby. Jamie’s “mommy issues” has led 
to a revolving door of beautiful women coming and going 
from Jamie’s Manhattan apartment as he endeavors to 

punish Katie for what he believes she did to him.

Katie Mitchell
Think: catherine zeta-jones, 

Jennifer Lopez, or Nicole Kidman

Katie Mitchell, (53) classy and possesses model looks. A 
former superstar of the stage having starred in both lead 
roles in Chicago and premiered the role of Belle in Beauty & 

The Beast. 

Katie is the director of the “new York jets flight crew” 
cheerleaders and owns a Broadway themed café & bar.

While her life seems perfect, she holds much regret over 
the choice she made as an eighteen-year-old to give her 

baby son up for adoption to pursue her dream of being on 
Broadway.

Katie has never married because she “couldn’t love 
another man when she walked away from the only man 
(Jamie) she ever loved” and wants nothing more than to 
reconcile with her son Jamie, but she can’t find a way to 

make him forgive her.



MARCO DALEY, (62) an unhinged hard-nosed detective with a 
checkered professional and personal past. Marco is Virginia’s 
estranged father and Eileen’s ex. Marco is the antagonist who 
sets his sights on Jamie after his daughter’s untimely death.

Think: George Clooney or Ben Afleck

EILEEN RODWELL, (52) A former Broadway actress but her bitter 
attitude towards the industry and life itself has everyone 

cowering in her wake; including her talented daughter 
Virginia. Eileen’s controlling ways with her daughter come 
from a bitter disappointment in her career & an abusive ex-

husband. 

Think: Keala Settle, or Melissa McCarthy.

VIRGINIA RODWELL, (21) petite, legally blind cheerleader for 
the New York Jets. The pinnacle of naivety but despite her 

disability and controlling mother, Virginia is a powerhouse of 
a dancer. Her inspirational persona is the only one to crack 

open Jamie’s hardened heart, but even she inadvertently 
breaks his heart in the end.

Think: Sadi Sink, or Emma Myers

STELLA webster, (32) strong female dance captain and 
philosophy major. A no-nonsense former lover of Jamie’s 
but now his best friend and biggest supporter. Stella’s 

unrequited love for Jamie is put aside to cure Jamie of his 
hatred for his mother Katie and have them reunited.

Think: Melissa Benoist, or Demi Lovato
